ARTICLE VIII Action Plan

1. The Action Plan specifies the actions that the Parties shall undertake in relation to all species and sub-species of gorillas
and priority issues, under the following headings, consistent with the general conservation measures specified in Article Il of
this Agreement:

a) conservation of all species and sub-species of gorillas;

b) habitat conservation;

c) management of human activities;

d) research and monitoring;

e) education and information;

f) implementation and enforcement of gorilla conservation policies;

g) reduction of the impact of disease;

h) confribution to the sustainable development of local communities; and

i) reduction of human-gorilla conflicts.
